ROLL CALL:  present- Mayor Charles Ellis, Attorney Philip Ayers, Alderpersons Chandra Coughley, Mable Clark, Alexander Herman and Rene Freels, Marshal Johnny Parish, City Administrator Brent Bury, Building Commissioner Raymond Winston, Sergeant John Bernsen Bel-Nor Police and City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps.

Mayor Charles Ellis stated that he had brought a PA system, so that persons speaking can be better heard.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Resident Jackie Payton, 7529 Leadale, introduced Ms. Joyce McRath.  Ms. McRath 7727 Nacomis Dr. 63121, stated that as a parent, she was running for the Normandy School Board. Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that he wished her well.  Alderperson Rene Freels asked Ms. McRath where she saw the students heading.  Ms. McRath spoke on some of the positive things happening in the District.

Resident Brenda Holly 79 Greendale asked who put the correspondence in her mailbox regarding delinquent trash bills.  She stated that she felt it was a malicious attack. Resident Linda Herman, 80 Greendale, and Marshal Johnny Parish stated that they had received the notice also.  Alderperson Rene Freels asked Alderson Chandra Coughley if she put the notices in the mailboxes.  Alderperson Coughley answered no.

Resident Linda Herman, 80 Greendale, asked what was being done about the shooting on Greendale.  Sgt. Bernsen explained the procedure Bel-Nor Police used in handling the situation.  

Resident Jackie Payton, 7529 Leadale, stated that the Tree Committee had met prior to this meeting.  Further that Arbor Day would be celebrated April 26, 2009, at 4:00 pm, and requested $25.00 for refreshments... March 31, 2009, students from the Normandy School District would help clean-up and spread mulch throughout the city.  She gave a list of trees from the Tree Advisory Committee for recommended forestry action for the balance of FY 2009-FY 2010.  They were:

 House at 80 Greendale.  Mrs. Payton that this tree would be added to the list.  She further stated that she would run a clean race, and challenged Alderperson Coughley to a debate.

Mayor Charles Ellis asked if there were any objections to the Minutes of the February 20, 2009, Board of Alderpersons Meeting.  Hearing no objections, the Motion was carried.

REPORTS
Mayor Charles Ellis  

-As a reminder, the meeting date for the Board of Alderpersons meeting in April will be on the 14th, not the 21st as the normal scheduling would dictate.  

-The Mayor has researched alternate locations for the board meeting with the principal of Incarnate Word, per request from one of the residents.  Per our discussion, there are no other rooms on the campus that would be large enough to handle a varying crowd that would be handicap accessible.  Therefore, PA equipment will be used in attempts to address sound issues.

- The Mayors of Small Cities last met on 1/21.  The guest speaker was from FOCUS St. Louis and he spoke about environmental issues.  There was no meeting for February, due to the MML conference.  The next meeting will be March 18th at 7:00pm at Normandy City Hall.  The guest speaker will be Mr. Brian Leonard from Ameren UE, and he will be discussing the MO Clean and Renewable Energy Act.

- The St. Louis County Municipal League last met on 2/26 in St. Ann.  The topic of discussion was the Federal Stimulus Package, and what effects it may have in the form of local projects.  Next meeting is Greendale Drive are asked to take particular caution on that day for 3/26 at 7:30pm at Black Jack City Hall, where the topic of discussion will be the future of transportation funding in Missouri and how new revenues would affect the St. Louis region.  The guest speaker will be Susan Stauder, vice president of the RCGA.

- The last area foreclosure meeting was held on 2/19.  Guest speakers were Roland Williams and Keith Willis.  The former Ram is looking to develop existing properties in the area.  The next area foreclosure meeting is on Thursday, 3/19 at Pagedale City Hall at 12:00 noon.

- Incarnate Word has a Career Day on March 19th (Thursday), as well as Ring Day on April 22nd (Wednesday) and a Memorial Mass on April 29th (Wednesday).  As a result, there will likely be overflow parking on Greendale Drive on each of those days.  Residents on the north half of Greendale Drive will be asked to take precaution for added traffic.

- Alderperson Mable Clark and the Mayor will hold initial meetings for the Neighboorhood Watch program for the block captains next week on Tuesday, March 24th at 7:00.  The Mayor continues to encourage all concerned residents to participate in this program.

- The Superintendent of the Normandy School District has called together local officials to discuss matters of children's activities outside of school.  This meeting will be held at the District board room on Saturday, March 28th at 9:00am

- For informational purposes, the state will have a "Green Sales Tax Holiday" for purchase of energy-efficient appliances from April 19th-25th. 

- North County, Inc. will be having its 32nd annual breakfast at the St. Louis Airport Marriott on Friday, May 15th at 7:30am.  Tickets will be $37.  Officials are asked to let Ms. Topps know if they would be interested in attending.
- Citations for delinquent trash bills were issued on Thursday, 3/12 after determining that the Marshal had not done so in the first week of the month.  The Mayor will continue to issue the citations in the second week of the month if they have not been issued and turned in to the Court Clerk by the Marshal in the first week.

- Applications for the Assistant Marshal position will be reviewed later this week and candidates will be contacted either this week or next week.  Board members that wish to participate in the selection process should notify the Mayor directly after the meeting.

- The Board has hired Mrs. Barbara Lewis as the new Assistant City Clerk.  She has been asked to appear at the April meeting.
Alderperson Alexander Herman asked about the hiring process of the Marshal.  Mayor Ellis answered that if all 4 board members wanted to participate in the process, they could. All alderpersons stated they wanted to participate.
Treasurer David Ruth

· The City’s revenue looks good.

· Expenses are close to budget.

Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to accept the report of the Treasurer.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

Alderperson Mable Clark

· The first meeting for captains of the Neighborhood Block Watch Committee is scheduled for March 24, 2009, Incarnate Word multi-purpose room, 7:00 p.m.

· Thanks to city Clerk Evelyn Topps for assisting with contacting the committee persons.

· In answer to Marshal Johnny Parish, a list of the names of persons on the committee has been compiled.

· Alderperson Freels asked if anyone from Bel-Nor Police would be on the Committee.  The answer is yes. Alderperson Clark stated she would explore what materials are available.  Sgt. Bernsen of Bel-Nor stated that he would also see what materials were available.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley

· The deadline date of the new obesity grant is July 1, 2009; the City’s chances are good.

· She will be applying for another grant that is due by April 1, 2009.

Alderperson Alexander Herman - stated that he did not have anything.  Alderperson Coughley asked if any Greendale residents lost their jobs with the Normandy School District.  Alderperson Herman answered no.

City Administrator Brent Bury

· Asked the Board to do a Proclamation establishing Arbor Day.

· Stated that the construction issues on Rockdale and Colfax have been resolved.

Building Commissioner Raymond Winston
A re-inspection on #59 Greendale is scheduled for March 18, 2009.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley asked if tickets for the exterior surveys had been issue.  Marshal Johnny Parish answered yes, some have been issued.  Mayor Ellis stated that he and Marshal Parish would get together regarding the tickets.

Bel-Nor Police Sgt. John Bernsen

Alderperson Herman asked Sgt. Bernsen if the CAD list could be done in a different format.  Sgt. Bernsen answered yes; one could be done in chronological order listing Greendale only. Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to accept BILL NO. 601 – ORDINANCE NO. 591 on its FIRST READING by TITLE ONLY.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded.  Roll call vote, all votes yes.

Alderperson Alexander moved to accept BILL NO. 601- ORDINANCE NO. 591 on its SECOND AND FINAL READING by TITLE ONLY.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded.  Roll call vote, all votes yes.

Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to accept BILL NO. 601 as 591. Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded.  Roll call vote, all votes yes

2009 ESTIMATED TAX RATE. 
City Administrator Brent Bury stated that by April 8, 2009 there will be a need to discuss setting a Tax Rate for the City.  There is a 20% penalty if it not sent in.

BUDGET 2009/2010 FY – City Administrator Brent Bury stated that he had met with Mayor Ellis, and Treasurer Ruth regarding the 2009/2010 FY budget, and made requested changes.

Treasurer David Ruth stated that there is a substantial decrease in delinquent trash bills.  He suggested a 20% decrease in the resident’s trash bills.

City Administrator Bury stated that he had started ordering office supplies using the internet.  By doing so, there is free, next day delivery.  Alderperson Rene Freels mentioned talking to the supplier regarding re-cycled paper.

The cost of 2 speed bumps each on Leadale, Marillac, and Hillsdale is $1,300.00.  Alderperson Herman asked if consideration had been given regarding emergency vehicles.  Marshal Johnny Parish stated that fire department and emergency vehicles would have a problem.  

Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that students from the Normandy school district would perform community service in Greendale, which includes spreading mulch, and raking leaves etc.  He suggested that the board approve the project.  Alderperson Rene Freels asked who was taking the lead on the project.  Alderperson Herman stated that it would be controlled by the Administrator of the group.  Mayor Ellis stated that he and Alderperson Herman would take care of supplying water.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to accept the Normandy project.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

Alderperson Alexander Herman suggested devising ways to help some of the elderly men and women in the community. Alderperson Freels volunteered the use of her home for a meeting.  Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to establish a Self Help Group.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

Alderperson Freels stated that she would get information regarding building a web-site through UMSL.  Alderperson Coughley asked if it was free.  Alderperson Freels responded that she did not know and would further research the project.

Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to celebrate Arbor Day in the city of Greendale on April 26, 2009 at 4:00 pm at the Greendale Park Pavilion.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Resident Monica Huddleston, #53 Greendale, stated that if speed bumps were put on any streets in the city, then they should also is put on Greendale Dr.  She stated further that some sidewalks are a hazard, and that she had inquired about the balance in the Sewer Lateral account.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated that he would check with St. Louis County.

Resident WC Sykes, 7500 Marillac, stated that he had not received his trash bill.  Mayor Ellis asked him if the problem had been resolved.  Mr. Sykes noted that only recently he had been receiving his trash bill.  Mr. Sykes stated further that he had a gum ball tree in his yard that he wanted removed.

Resident Lamarr Huddleston, #53 Greendale, addressed the issue of police patrol on Greendale.  Sgt. Bernsen stated that there is patrol on being done on Greendale Dr.  Mr. Huddleston stated that there was no paperwork given out regarding the budget.  He asked what the city was doing to show residents what the city was doing for them.  Mr. Huddleston stated that he did not like the speed bumps, that they have to be maintained, and do not stop persons from speeding.

At 10:30 pm Alderperson Alexander Herman, seconded by Alderperson Chandra Coughley, moved to adjourn.  The motion carried, all votes yes.

MINUTES

Mayor Charles Ellis called the Special Meeting of the Board of Alderpersons to order at 6:39pm.

ROLL CALL: present – Mayor Charles Ellis, Alderpersons Alexander Herman, Mable Clark, Renee Freels, Marshal Johnny Parish.

ABSENT: Alderperson Chandra Coughley (with notice), City Attorney Philip Ayers (with notice)

Discussion was held regarding occupancy permit conditions for single-family homes in the city of Greendale.  A homeowner on Greendale Drive was interested in having four college students rent his property.  Once Mayor Ellis was made aware of the request, he followed up with City Attorney Philip Ayers to determine if the ordinances would allow this.  He directed Mayor Ellis to the definitions for Minimum Housing Standards of the Greendale City Code.  A single-family home should accommodate only one family.  The definitions note that one family consists of a maximum of three adults (either 2 related by blood, marriage or adoption and 1 unrelated OR 3 unrelated) and their children.  Therefore, it was noted that the homeowner in this case could choose to rent to three of the students, but not four.
Other situations were noted in the city where there are more than three adults in a single-family home.  The Mayor noted that these situations would have to be monitored closely and the City would need to ensure these properties comply with the ordinances.
At 6:57pm, Alderperson Alexander Herman, seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark, moved to adjourn.  The motion carried, all votes yes.
