MINUTES

Board Chairman Alderperson Alexander Herman called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

ROLL CALL: Mayor Charles Ellis (late with notice), Attorney Philip Ayers, Alderpersons Alexander Herman, Mable Clark, and Rene Freels, City Administrator Brent Bury, Marshal Johnny Parish, Treasurer David Ruth, Building Commissioner Raymond Winston, Sgt. John Bernsen, and City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps.

ABSENT: Alderperson Chandra Coughley

PUBLIC COMMENT
Resident Monica Huddleston stated that the activities planned for National Night Out, such as the Petting Zoo etc, would not be allowed at the Normandie Golf Course.  Further that a lot of money had been put into the park pavilion, and that there is space on our own property for National Night Out. Therefore she felt National Night Out should be at in the Greendale Park Pavilion.  Mrs. Huddleston volunteered to get the tables and chairs from St. Vincent.  Sgt. John Bernsen Bel-Nor Police, stated he would block the streets for National Night Out.  

Resident Linda Herman #80 Greendale asked if the City had tents for National Night Out, in case of rain.  Sgt. Bernsen answered that he thought Bel-Nor had one or two tents that Greendale could use.  Chairman Herman stated that the change in location for National Night Out would be added to the Agenda.  There was no objection.

Resident Sharon Briggen 7545 Leadale asked for a recap of what had taken place in the meeting. Chairman Herman explained the discussion regarding having National Night Out at the Normandie Golf Course.  She asked if the City of Greendale had a barbeque grill.  Resident Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale stated that the City could borrow a barbeque grill.

SWEARING IN - 
Chairman Alexander Herman welcomed Deputy Marshal Diane Walton.

City Clerk Evelyn Topps swore in Deputy Marshal Diane Walton.

MINUTES
Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to accept the Minutes of June 16, 2009.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley absent.

REPORTS

Building Commissioner Raymond Winston – he is in the process of doing a first re-inspection on the exterior surveys.  Marshal Parish asked Mr. Winston if he could address violations in residents’ back yards.  Mr. Winston stated he could not go into a back yard, without the owner’s permission.  Alderperson Herman asked if there is a violation if a downspout is missing. 

Bel-Nor Police- Sgt. John Bernsen- Sgt. Bernsen gave Alderpersons a copy of the CAD List of June 16, through July 17, 2009.  A copy of his monthly report for June 16th to July 20th, 2009 was also distributed. Chairman Herman asked if there were any questions of Sgt. Bernsen.  There were none.

Marshal Johnny Parish addressed the issue of the complaint brought against him by a resident of the 7400 block of Leadale.   

· Marshal Parish stated that he did not appreciate Mayor Ellis’s comment to the resident, “that this would not happen again” at the June 16th board meeting. 

· In the June 6, 2009, Planning Meeting Mayor Ellis stated that we should use tact in dealing with each other.

· Marshal Parish stated that Mayor Ellis remarked that he had asked the Marshal to issue tickets for delinquent trash bills by a certain date, as long as he is not delinquent himself.  Marshal Parish did not feel that this statement was using tact.

· There have been disturbances on Greendale Dr.

· Stated that he had written a letter to be included in the July Green Sheets, but the Mayor would not allow it to be put into the Green Sheets.

· Explained his expenses of doing business for the City.

· Marshal Parish stated that he had a case with a resident regarding an occupancy permit that the Mayor and the City Administrator had taken out of his hands.

· Marshal Parish asked Alderperson Herman if he could pass out the information he wanted to put in the July Green Sheets.

Chairman Alexander Herman stated that since Mayor Ellis is not here to defend himself, we will not discuss this matter; we’ve gone as far as we can go.  He then asked Marshal Parish not to pass out the letter he referred to.

Treasurer David Ruth apologized that, through error, he deleted the expense line on the Financial Report.  He stated that total revenue was 5% of the yearly total, and 3% of expenses.  Further that he would give a more complete report for the month of May in the next month’s meeting.  Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to accept the report of the Treasurer.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley, absent.

City Administrator Brent Bury stated that he would put the CDB Grant Application into the mail definitely by Thursday.  He stated further that he and Alderperson Alexander Herman did a two day walk through of the City, checking the sidewalks.  The sidewalks will be rated to see which ones needed to be replaced, approximately 75 slabs.  The list will be written up, and compared with the lists from Mrs. Payton and Huddleston.  Then bids will be secured to get the necessary work done.

Alderperson Rene Freels –

· The literature for the Girl Scouts recruitment is all set.

· The recruitment will be held at Incarnate Word Academy Multi-Purpose Room, August 25, 2009, at 6:30 pm.

· Two liaisons will bring food.

· Parents and children are needed.

· There will be a display table for the Girl Scouts at National Night Out.

· If the city wants to have Boy Scouts, it would have to be pursued separately.

· Express Scripts has expressed an interest in sponsoring the Greendale Girl Scouts.

· She and Alderperson Mabel Clark checked in the basement at the City Hall, and there was not much there for National Night Out.

· Received a call from Eric Friedman, owner of the Friedman group, regarding the building on St. Charles Rock Road.  The price has been lowered to $125,000.00.  She would like to talk with the city leaders about it.

Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that he thought it is a good idea to own it, but he was concerned about the cost for the work to be done. A suggestion for use for the building included meeting rooms, and a police sub-station.

· Regarding the web site, she received 3 templates from the web designer.  However they were not very good.  She found something on the nps.gov site, and suggested everyone check it out.

Alderperson Mable Clark-

· The last Neighborhood Watch Association Meeting was held July 7, 2009.

· The official name of the Neighborhood Watch is The Neighborhood Association.  This brings the Community together.

· She and Alderperson Freels along with Sharon Briggen, are working together on National Night Out.

Alderperson Alexander Herman –

· Emergency Management Plan, Solid Waste/Trash Coordinator, City holiday party/celebration in December, Normandy School District, Business District Planning- no report this period.

· Street Commissioner: After walking and identifying the lawns that needed to be filled and the sidewalks that needed to be repaired, Brent Bury and I were joined by Mayor Ellis for the purpose of prioritizing the work to be done.  A prioritized list is forthcoming.

· Web Site Managing- no comment pending approval of new web site by the Board.

· Youth Activities Council (YAC) - canvassing is in progress.

· Stated that a flyer is being printed for YAC.  That it may be ready by July 31, 2009.

Alderperson Mable Clark asked Alderperson Herman about tutors for the children.  Alderperson Herman replied he was pursuing that and other things.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Charles Ellis gave a written report which was as follows:

If officials have not begun to prepare handwritten or typed reports for the Board Meeting, the Mayor is asking them to do so going forward.  Also, the Mayor requests that the reports include, at minimum, the responsibilities they are responsible for and have agreed to perform throughout the year.

· The Mayors of Small Cities is now on leave for the summer and will not reconvene until Wednesday, September 16th.  Discussions are being made to determine if the meeting location should be moved to somewhere in South or West County, to make attendance for mayors in those areas more convenient.

· The St. Louis County Municipal League is also on leave for the summer since its last meeting in April and will not reconvene until Thursday, September 24th.

· The last two area foreclosure meetings were held on Thursday, June 18th and Thursday, July 16th.  The next area foreclosure meeting is on Thursday, August 20th at Pagedale City Hall at 12:00 noon.

· There will be a presentation on foreclosures and their impact on the local community prior to next month's Board meeting on August 18th.  The presentation will start at 6:30pm in the Multi-Purpose Room at Incarnate Word Academy.

· City Hall has received the delinquent list for trash bills for the month of July.  The Marshal has been requested to have all needed citations for delinquent trash bills written and submitted to the Bel-Nor Court Clerk no later than the court date for each month.  The Mayor expects the Marshal to write these citations as long as he is not delinquent himself.  Otherwise, the Mayor will write the needed citations.

· Everyone in the city is being encouraged to attend National Night Out, being held at the Normandie Golf Course pavilion on August 4th, from 5:30-7:30pm.

· The Planning & Zoning Commission is scheduled to meet in the Multi-Purpose Room at Incarnate Word Academy on August 10th, at 6:30 pm.  Please check the August Greensheet for more details.

The Mayor has met with Zion Cemetery representatives and they have begun to plan for the easement widening.  After receiving comments from a neighboring resident about the easement not being cut in several weeks, the Mayor followed up with Zion and they had it cut soon thereafter.  Zion is expected to maintain the same standard that we expect all our residents and other businesses for lawn maintenance.

· .

Attempts were made to re-start the Greendale Clean-up Crew on July 11th, but we were not able to do so due to miscommunication from our added help.  We will again meet at the park pavilion at 10:00am on July 25th to focus on areas in need of clean up throughout the city.  Any volunteers that would like to help are asked to contact Mayor Alderperson Freels or the Mayor.

· The Mayor will be requesting to meet with Alderperson Freels and Marshal Parish on recycling education and awareness and the Greendale Clean-up Crew sometime later this week.

· The Mayor will be requesting to meet with Alderperson Herman to review the Emergency Management Plan sometime next week.

· The Mayor will be meeting with the City Administrator and the clerks to review the personnel policy handbook and appraisal process in early August.

· For future consideration, the Mayor has noted two areas in the city where foot traffic needs to be eliminated.  Those areas are: 1) through the gate allowing access to St. Vincent Park from Greendale Park (during hours St. Vincent Park is closed), 2) between two backyards on Greendale and the north end of Rockdale Drive.  The Mayor is researching viable solutions to address these matters, and hopes to bring some proposed solutions to the Board within the next couple of months. 

· Alderperson Rene Freels asked who would be the presenter regarding the Foreclosure Meeting.  Mayor Charles Ellis answered it will be Mr. Errol Bush.  Further that information will be in the August Green Sheets.  Alderperson Alexander Herman asked Mayor Ellis to discuss the Rescue Fund, regarding using a portion of the CDB Grant to make certain residents are able to stay in their homes.  He explained the procedure.

OLD BUSINESS:  Discussion and Consideration of Police Training For Marshal

Mayor Ellis stated that it was brought to his attention Marshal Parish’s request to get formal police training.  Attorney Philip Ayers explained the duties of the Marshal, and the expense of the police training.  City Administrator Brent Bury gave information regarding St. Louis City and St. Louis County Police.  He stated that requirements include completing an application, taking a physical exam, a drug screen, a 6 month class, and 916 hours.  Mayor Ellis asked Alderpersons if there were comments concerning this issue.  Alderperson Rene Freels asked Sgt. Bernsen about the training.  Sgt. Bernsen responded that the training is hard, and strenuous, which includes running throughout the neighborhood of Wellston, and weekends at the range.  Alderperson Alexander Herman raised the question of what happens to the City during the time the Marshal is in training.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated that the next Training Course is not available until January 20, 2010.  Mayor Charles Ellis asked the Board of Alderpersons for a motion, regarding the Marshal’s request for the training.  Alderperson Rene Freels moved to allow Marshal to attend formal Police Training.  There was no second.  Therefore, Mayor Ellis stated that due to the lack of a second, the motion is dead.


Consideration of Contract to Provide Lawn Care

City Administrator Brent Bury referred to the Contract for Lawn Care.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated the he liked the fact that Section 9, page 3 was included in the Contract.  It read: Contractor’s Employees  The City may request the removal of any objectionable employee from the job, and the Contractor shall remove that employee immediately upon receipt of the City’s request.  Alderperson Herman further stated that this clause should be included with all City Contracts.  Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to accept the Contract of LL & JJ Lawn Care Services & More, LLC.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley was absent.

National Night Out- Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that having National Night out at the golf course, would not give Greendale residents a chance to co-mingle. In addition a couple of activities planned for the children were not allowed at the golf course.  Mayor Ellis stated that letters had been sent out noting that the location of National Night Out was at the golf course.  He stated further that the letters would have to be redone.  He then asked for a motion regarding changing the location.  Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to have National Night Out at the Greendale Park Pavilion. The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley was absent.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Resident Sharon Briggen inquired about the date of the next Foreclosure Meeting.  The date is August 20, 2009, 12:00 noon, at the Pagedale City Hall.

Resident Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale inquired about the status of the Obesity Grant.  Mayor Ellis stated that no information had been received.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that there was information on the internet regarding Grants.  Resident Huddleston stated further that a copy should be made of all correspondence that come into the City Hall, and kept in the City file.

Resident Diane Walton 2232 Atwater (new Deputy Marshal) made comments as follows:

-Are there two separate events.  Alderperson Mable Clark answered; that the Neighborhood Association would work with National Night Out.  Ms. Walton wanted to know if her daughter could be in the proposed Greendale Girl Scout troop, since she was already in another one.  Alderperson Freels answered she thought so.  

· Ms. Walton asked how the Youth Group is funded.  Alderperson Herman stated that he hoped grants could be secured.

· Ms. Walton expressed a concern regarding the rigorous training, and the use of a gun.  Resident Linda Herman #80 Greendale stated that most of the residents in Greendale are cooperative.

· Ms. Walton asked if there was a job description for the Marshal.  Mayor Ellis stated he would check the Ordinance.

Resident Lamarr Huddleston #53 Greendale asked if caulk was missing from the sidewalks. City Administrator Brent Bury stated that the sidewalks he had identified had cracks or were raised.  Further that it did not look as if the caulk was broken.                                      Marshal Parish asked Building Commissioner Winston if he (Marshal Parish) was in a yard where he had permission to be in, and saw a violation in another yard could he address it.  Mr. Winston stated yes.

Resident Lamarr Huddleston #53 Greendale asked the Mayor about the meeting regarding Lt. Tate.  Mayor Ellis stated that there has been some miscommunication, and that he would follow up on it.  Marshal Parish stated that he should have been in the meeting if Lt. Tate was in it.  Mayor Ellis explained that he was not previously aware

that Lt. Tate would be in the meeting.

Resident Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale Dr. stated that Marshal 

Parish should have been at the meeting to have his say.  She stated further that Greendale has had only 3 Marshals, and that this is a good community.

Resident Sharon Briggen 7545 Leadale stated that Greendale should be added to the Neighborhood Association.  This point was well accepted.

Regarding the foreclosure issue, Marshal Parish stated there are 3 foreclosures in Greendale.

At 9:30 pm Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to adjourned.  Alderperson Mable Clark seconded.

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE 2009 ANNUAL RATE OF TAXATION ON ALL REAL ESTATE MADE TAXABLE BY LAW WITHIN THE CITY OF GREENDALE, MISSOURI, EFFECTIVE WHEN.

BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE BOARD OF ALDERPERSONS OF THE CITY OF GREENDALE, ST. LOUIS COUNTY, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: There is hereby levied on all residential real estate made taxable by law within the city limits of the City of Greendale a tax rate of $.5030 per one hundred dollars ($100) of assessed valuation for the tax year 2009.

Section 2: There is hereby levied on all commercial real estate made taxable by law within the city limits of the City of Greendale a tax rate of $.4100 per one hundred dollars ($100) of assessed valuation for the tax year 2009.

Section 3: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval by the Board of Alderpersons and being duly signed by the Mayor.

Section 4: This ordinance supercedes all ordinances or parts of ordinances adopted prior hereto which are in conflict herewith, to the extent of such conflict.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT WITH AT&T/SBC LANDLINE AND ASSIGNING A PERCENTAGE OF THE SETTLEMENT PROCEEDS TO THE ST. LOUIS COUNTY MUNICIPAL LEAGUE, EEFECTIVE WHEN

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERPERSONS OF THE CITY OF GREENDALE, ST. LOUIS COUNTY, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the City of Greendale, Missouri, (the “Plaintiff”) is either a named plaintiff or a putative class member in a lawsuit to recover unpaid Business License Taxes (as defined in the Settlement Agreement described below), which lawsuit is styled State of Missouri, et al. v. SBC Communications, et al., No. 044-02645 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1, and is pending in the Circuit Court of St. Louis City, Missouri (the “Lawsuit”); and 

WHEREAS, the Plaintiff and Defendants (as defined in the Settlement Agreement) wish to avoid the expense and uncertainty of continued litigation and desire to settle their dispute(s) without further litigation; and 

WHEREAS, a settlement agreement settling the Lawsuit was signed by the named plaintiffs (as class representatives) and Defendants, and was filed with and preliminarily approved by the Circuit Court of St. Louis City on June 26, 2009 (the “Settlement Agreement”); and 

WHEREAS, the Plaintiff and AT&T have conducted an investigation and evaluation of the facts and the law relating to the claims in the Lawsuit and believe that the Settlement Agreement is fair, reasonable, adequate and in the best interest of all of the parties; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Settlement Agreement, the Plaintiff has received a Notice of AT&T Class Action Settlement and Approval Hearing, incorporated herein by reference, and an AT&T Landline Municipal Tax Settlement Claim Form, incorporated herein by reference, which identify the estimated Back Tax Payment (as defined in the Settlement Agreement) that will be paid and released to the Plaintiff pursuant to the Settlement Agreement after the Settlement Agreement becomes Final (as defined in the Settlement Agreement); and

WHEREAS, the Plaintiff desires to approve and accept the Settlement Agreement and the estimated Back Tax Payment and further desires to assign a portion of the proceeds to the St. Louis County Municipal League as provided therein;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERPERSONS OF THE CITY OF GREENDLAE, MISSOURI AS FOLLOWS:

Section One.  The City of Greendale, Missouri, hereby approves, accepts, and adopts all terms and provisions of the Settlement Agreement as a binding and enforceable agreement between the City of Greendale, Missouri, and Defendants, and as if the City of Greendale, Missouri, was an original signatory thereto.

Section Two.  The City of Greendale, Missouri, further approves the estimated Back Tax Payment of $10,902.23 as shown on the AT&T Landline Municipal Tax Settlement Claim Form (subject to adjustment as provided by the Settlement Agreement), along with the other relief provided in the Settlement Agreement, as adequate consideration for the release of claims by the City of Greendale, Missouri, against Defendants.

Section Three.  The City of Greendale, Missouri, further assigns to the St. Louis County Municipal League $545.11 of its Back Tax Payment, which amount shall be used for the public purpose of reimbursing the League for revenues expended in its legislative and settlement efforts relating to the Lawsuit and to fund future services performed on behalf of the League’s member municipalities.

Section Four.  The City Administrator of the City of Greendale, Missouri, on behalf of the Plaintiff, is hereby authorized and directed to execute the AT&T Landline Municipal Tax Settlement Claim Form and any other documents necessary under the Settlement Agreement.

Section Five.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval by the Mayor.
