Mayor Charles Ellis called the Regular Meeting of the Board of Alderpersons to order at 7:34 p.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
ROLL CALL:  present- Mayor Charles Ellis, Alderpersons Chandra Coughley, Mable Clark, Alexander Herman and Rene Freels, City Administrator Brent Bury, Building Commissioner Raymond Winston, Sergeant John Bernsen Bel-Nor Police and City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps.
ABSENT: Attorney Philip Ayers, (with notice) Marshal Johnny Parish (with notice), and Treasurer David Ruth.
ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA – none 
ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS - Thank you card from City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps.
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale Drive, inquired about the city’s contract with the Bel-Nor Police Department.  Mayor Ellis stated that the Bel-Nor Board of Trustees meets the 3rd Monday of each month.  The third Monday in January was the observance of Dr. King’s birthday and they did not have a meeting that evening.  He stated further that he would revisit this issue with the chairman and board. 
MINUTES 
Alderperson Chandra Coughley stated that there was a statement she made in the December 16th meeting which had been omitted from the minutes.  CORRECTION:  Alderperson Chandra Coughley stated she had visited elderly and sick residents in her ward.  She also told Mr. Mason that she was one of his Alderpersons.  
REPORTS

Mayor Charles Ellis
· Stated that the City of Greendale hosted the Monthly meeting of the Missouri Municipal Clerks and Finance Officers, January 15, 2009.  There was a nice turnout of City Officials from Greendale.

· The North County Inc. Legislative reception will be held February 12, 2009, at Covidien on McDonnell Blvd in Hazelwood.
· Stated that he had received a renewal application for the St. Louis County Community Block Grant, which is $20,000.00.
· Had attended meetings regarding home foreclosures.  A Resolution was to have been presented in this meeting, in hopes of getting cooperation for this program. However in the absence of Attorney Philip Ayers, it will be postponed until the next Board Meeting.

· Stated that if the Marshal did not issue tickets for delinquent trash bills within a week he (Mayor) would issue them.  Tickets were issued in January 2009.

· Stated he was not sure if Marshal Johnny Parish had issued tickets for 2008 Exterior Survey violations, but that he would check with him.

· Three people have volunteered to participate in the Neighborhood Block Watch Program.  He hopes that others will volunteer. He would like to kick off the program in March 2009.

Alderperson Renee Freels asked why she was receiving copies of the delinquent trash bills.  She stated further that she did not wish to receive them, as she did not feel it was her duty to enforce it, and did not want to receive it.  Alderperson Alexander Herman suggested giving just the total of delinquent residents.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley asked the Mayor why he was writing the tickets.  Mayor Ellis noted that the tickets had not been written.
Treasurer David Ruth – the report was postponed until the February Board Meeting
Alderperson Renee Freels 
· Stated that Barack Obama had taken office, and that the Greendale Tree City USA application had been mailed.  She thanked resident Monica Huddleston for her assistance.  
· Alderperson Freels further stated that she would like to attend the Neighborhood Leadership Academy, from February 24 - May 19, 2009.  The fee for registration is $400.00.  Alderperson Renee Freels moved that the City sponsor her for the Leadership Academy. Alderpersons Chandra Coughley, Mable Clark, and Alexander Herman seconded.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.
Alderperson Alexander Herman

· Stated the Foreclosure Program is not associated with the Normandy School District.
· He would like to invite the Superintendent of the Normandy School District to one of the Alderpersons’ Board meetings, to address the issue of gang violence.
Alderperson Renee Freels inquired about the building on St. Charles Rock Road.  She suggested that it could make a good community center.  Alderperson Alexander Herman answered that he was not certain of the restrictions on that building.  Alderpersons Alexander Herman and Renee Freels agreed to visit the building.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley

· She should have information regarding the Obesity Grant soon.
· Thanked City Clerk Evelyn Topps for making preparations for Greendale to host the City Clerks and Finance Officers meeting.  A lot was learned from the presentation on parliamentary procedure.
Alderperson Herman inquired about Mr. Mason at 7452 Marillac.  Alderperson Coughley stated that she had turned the matter over to Building Commissioner Raymond Winston.  A letter was sent to the owner of the property regarding violations.  A copy was also sent to Mr. Mason.

Alderperson Mable Clark – no report
City Administrator Brent Bury
· Revenues are over budget to date, expenditures are under budget.
· The problem with the power in the City Hall has been resolved.
· The filing for candidacy closed today.
· An email regarding the budget for the 2009/2010 fiscal year will be sent out to board members.
· The Auditor Mike Cummins has begun doing the field work for the annual audit.
Alderperson Chandra Coughley asked what the line item was for the renter’s property license fee. City Administrator Brent Bury noted that the account number was 450.060.
Building Commissioner Raymond Winston – no report.  Alderperson Rene Freels asked Mr. Winston how many inspections had he done.  Mr. Winston answered 2.
Marshal Johnny Parish (absent with notice)

Bel-Nor Police Department, Sergeant John Bernsen
· Distributed a detailed report of police actions from 12/18/08 to 1/19/2009.
· Presented a stack of police department courtesy forms.  These forms were completed by Bel-Nor officers between 12/18/2008 and 1/19/2009, issued to residents who may have left their car, trunk, or garage doors open.  Forms were also completed for general checks of residences periodically.   
· Sergeant Goodwin has returned from surgery.
· Closed his report by inviting residents to contact Bel-Nor immediately upon seeing anyone acting suspicious in the City, or if you observe anything out of the ordinary.
Alderperson Alexander Herman expressed a concern regarding the relationship between the Greendale residents and the Bel-Nor Police Department.  He asked Sergeant Bernsen what was the chance of the officers of the force meeting the residents. Sergeant Bernsen answered that officers could be present at the next Alderpersons’ meeting.
OLD BUSINESS – none
NEW BUSINESS – Mayor Ellis asked for a motion to postpone the Resolution pertaining to foreclosures, until the February 17th, 2009 Board of Alderpersons Meeting.  Alderperson Alexander Herman seconded by Alderperson Chandra Coughley moved to postpone the Resolution until the February 17th meeting.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Resident Lamarr Huddleston 53 Greendale asked if was possible to change the monthly meeting place due to the noise in the building, and it is hard to hear.  Mayor Ellis stated he would speak with the principal regarding another room, which is handicap accessible.   Mr. Huddleston asked if we are going to continue to make copies of the delinquent trash bills, and why is this information needed.  Mayor Ellis answered that he has consulted with the City Attorney on the matter and there is no reason to believe that such lists are not public record. Therefore, if any of the Alderpersons do not wish to receive them, they will not get them.  However, if one of them requests the list, we also do not have the right to refuse it to them either.  If the Alderpersons wish to agree on a single method of distribution, they may do so.  Until then, any one of them can request a copy of anything that is public record.  Mr. Huddleston asked who would head the Block Watch Committee.  Mayor Ellis answered that he had hopes that an Alderperson would.  However, he noted that he would if none came forward.
Resident Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale stated that regarding the delinquent trash bills, an Alderperson who obtained the delinquent trash bill from the office to use against a person who is running for office is un-ethical.  Further that this is opening the city up for a lawsuit.
Resident Lamarr Huddleston #53 Greendale asked the board to come up with an Ordinance regarding elected officials, who are not performing their job.  He stated that the residents should be aware of any elected official not doing their job.
Alderperson Renee Freels asked where the Marshal was.  She further stated that he was not in attendance at the last meeting.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that something needs to be done about the Marshal. 
Resident Lamarr Huddleston #53 Greendale asked if the City had an ordinance giving the Board the power to Impeach.  Mayor Charles Ellis stated that we will have to look at the Ordinances to verify if that was the case.
Mayor Charles Ellis requested a motion to go into a Closed Session, for Personnel Matters.  Alderperson Renee Freels seconded by Alderperson Chandra Coughley moved to go into a Closed Personnel Session.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

ORDINANCE NO. ____

An ordinance adopting and enacting a new Code of Ordinances of the City of Greendale; establishing the same; providing for the repeal of certain ordinances not included therein, except as herein expressly provided; providing for the manner of amending such Code of Ordinances; providing penalty for the violation thereof; and providing when this ordinance shall become effective.

Be it ordained by the Board of Alderpersons of the City of Greendale as follows:

Section 1. That pursuant to Section 71.943 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri, the codification of ordinances, as set out in Titles I through VI, each inclusive, of the "Code of Ordinances of the City of Greendale" is hereby adopted and enacted as the "Code of Ordinances of the City of Greendale"; which shall supersede all other general and permanent ordinances of the City passed on or before October 16, 2008, to the extent provided in Section 3 hereof.

Section 2. That all provisions of such Code shall be in full force and effect from and after the effective date of this ordinance as set forth herein.

Section 3. That all ordinances of a general and permanent nature of the City adopted on final passage on or before October 16, 2008, and not included in such Code or recognized and continued in force by reference therein, are hereby repealed from and after the effective date of this ordinance, except those which may be specifically excepted by separate ordinance, and except the following which are hereby continued in full force and effect, unless specifically repealed by separate ordinance:

a. 
Ordinances promising or guaranteeing the payment of money for the City, or authorizing the issuance of any bonds or notes of the City or any other evidence of the City's indebtedness, or authorizing any contract or obligation assumed by the City;

b. 
Ordinances levying taxes or making special assessments;

c. 
Ordinances appropriating funds or establishing salaries and compensation, and providing for expenses;

d. 
Ordinances granting franchises or rights to any person, firm or corporation;

e. 
Ordinances relating to the dedication, opening, closing, naming, establishment of grades, improvement, altering, paving, widening or vacating of streets, alleys, sidewalks or public places;

f. 
Ordinances authorizing or relating to particular public improvements;

g. 
Ordinances respecting the conveyances or acceptance of real property or easements in real property;

h. 
Ordinances dedicating, accepting or vacating any plat or subdivision in the City or any part thereof, or providing regulations for the same;

i. 
Ordinances annexing property to the City;

j. 
All zoning and subdivision ordinances not specifically repealed and not included herein;

k. 
Ordinances establishing TIF districts or redevelopment districts;

l. 
Ordinances relating to traffic schedules, (i.e. stop signs, parking limits, etc.);

m. 
All ordinances relating to personnel regulations, (i.e. pensions, retirement, job descriptions and insurance, etc.);

n. 
Ordinances authorizing the establishment of industrial development corporations;

o. Ordinances establishing tax rates for the City.

p. Any and all Ordinances of and concerning the office of City Marshal.

That the repeal provided for in this Section shall not be construed to revive any ordinance or part thereof that has been repealed by a subsequent ordinance which is repealed by this ordinance.

That the repeal provided for in this Section shall not affect any offense or act committed or done or any penalty or forfeiture incurred or any contract or right established or accruing before the effective date of this ordinance, nor shall it affect any prosecution, suit or proceeding pending or any judgment rendered prior to such date.

Section 4. That any and all additions and amendments to such Code when passed in such form as to indicate the intention of the Board of Alderpersons to make the same a part thereof shall be deemed to be incorporated in such Code so that reference to the "Code of Ordinances of the City of Greendale" shall be understood and intended to include such additions and amendments.

Section 5.

a. 
Except as hereinafter provided, whenever in any rule, regulation or order promulgated pursuant to such ordinances of the City, any act is prohibited or is made or declared to be unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, or whenever in such City ordinance, rule, regulation or order doing of any act is required or the failure to do any act is declared to be unlawful, where no specific penalty is provided therefore, the violation of any such ordinance of the City, or of any rule, regulation or order promulgated pursuant to such City ordinance, shall be punished by a fine of not less than five dollars ($5.00) and not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) or by imprisonment for a period not to exceed three (3) months, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

b. 
Whenever any provision of the Revised Statutes of Missouri or other Statute of the State limits the authority of the City to punish the violation of any particular provision of these ordinances or rules, regulations or orders promulgated pursuant thereto to a fine of less amount than that provided in this Section or imprisonment for a shorter term than that provided in this Section, the violation of such particular provision of these ordinances or rules, regulations or orders shall be punished by the imposition of not more than the maximum fine or imprisonment so authorized, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

c. 
Whenever any provision of the Revised Statutes of Missouri or other Statute of the State establishes a penalty differing from that provided by this Section for an offense similar to any offense established by these ordinances, rules, regulations or other orders of the City, the violation of such City law, ordinance, rule, regulation or order shall be punished by the fine or imprisonment established for such similar offense by such State law.

d. 
Each day any violation of these ordinances, rules, regulations or orders promulgated pursuant thereto shall continue shall constitute a separate offense, unless otherwise provided.

e. 
Whenever any act is prohibited by this Code, by an amendment thereof, or by any rule or regulation adopted thereunder, such prohibition shall extend to and include the causing, securing, aiding or abetting of another person to do said act. Whenever any act is prohibited by this Code, an attempt to do the act is likewise prohibited.

Section 6. That in case of the amendment by the Board of Alderpersons of any Section of such Code for which a penalty is not provided, the general penalty as provided in Section 5 of this ordinance shall apply to the Section as amended; or in case such amendment contains provisions for which a penalty other than the aforementioned general penalty is provided in another Section in the same Chapter, the penalty so provided in such other Section shall be held to relate to the Section so amended, unless such penalty is specifically repealed therein.

Section 7. That a copy of such Code shall be kept on file in the office of the City Clerk, preserved in looseleaf form or in such other form as the City Clerk may consider most expedient. It shall be the express duty of the City Clerk, or someone authorized by said officer, to insert in their designated places all amendments and all ordinances or resolutions which indicate the intention of the Board of Alderpersons to make the same part of such Code when the same have been printed or reprinted in page form, and to extract from such Code all provisions which from time to time may be repealed by the Board of Alderpersons. This copy of such Code shall be available for all persons desiring to examine the same.

Section 8. That it shall be unlawful for any person to change or alter by additions or deletions any part or portion of such Code, or to insert or delete pages or portions thereof, or to alter or tamper with such Code in any manner whatsoever which will cause the law of the City of Greendale to be misrepresented thereby. Any person violating this Section shall be punished as provided in Section 5 of this ordinance.

Section 9. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Alderpersons that the Sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this ordinance and the Code hereby adopted are severable, and if any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or Section of this ordinance or the Code hereby adopted shall be declared unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by the valid judgment or decree of a court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs and Sections of this ordinance or the Code hereby adopted.

Section 10. This ordinance and the Code adopted hereby shall become effective ____________ , 2009.

RESOLUTION NO.  2009-01
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GREENDALE PROMOTING COOPERATION BY AND AMONG NORMANDY SCHOOL DISTRICT COMMUNITIES IN SUPPORT OF “THE NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM.”

WHEREAS, the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 provides funding for a program known as the “Neighborhood Stabilization Program”; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of said program is to provide funding to purchase, rehabilitate, and/or demolish buildings which are vacant and which have been foreclosed upon properly as defined by statute; and

WHEREAS, regulations regarding this program have been, and are continuing to be, promulgated by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD);  and

WHEREAS, the St. Louis County Office of Community Development will administer said program in St. Louis County; and

WHEREAS, many, if not all, of the municipalities which are located wholly or partially within the Normandy School District desire to work cooperatively in an effort to secure assistance, not only for each individual community, but for the entire area comprising the Normandy School District as a whole.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY OF GREENDALE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  
That the City of Greendale recognizes the importance of stabilizing its community as well as the importance of the stabilization of all area communities, especially those comprising the Normandy School District. Cooperation among the communities comprising the Normandy School District is essential to the accomplishment of area wide economic stabilization.

Section 2.
In adopting this resolution, the City of Greendale pledges its support in the effort to achieve area wide economic stability by working together with other area communities.

Section 3.
The City of Greendale supports the concept of area communities meeting and jointly discussing and addressing community issues and problems so that the entire Normandy School District area might benefit.
