MINUTES

Alderperson Chandra Coughley, seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark, moved to accept the minutes of the November 18, 2008 Regular Board meeting, as amended.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  

Alderperson Mable Clark, seconded by Alderperson Renee Freels, moved to accept the minutes of the December 2, 2008 Special Board meeting, as amended.  The motion was carried, all votes yes

Alderperson Renee Freels, seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark, moved to accept the minutes of the December 2, 2008 Closed meeting.  The motion was carried, all votes yes

REPORTS

Mayor Charles Ellis –

· Mayor attended the Village of Bel-Nor Board meeting on December 15, 2008  to present proposed changes to the contract between the two cities for police and court services as approved by the board at the Special meeting.  These changes were designed to provide a better understanding of expectations for both cities.  He answered the questions of the Bel-Nor Board and he has asked them to get back with us within a couple of weeks because in the current contract there is a sixty-day provision for notice by either party if a contract is to be rescinded.  He hopes that he will hear from them prior to the end of the year.  The new contract dates if approved as is will go from March 1, 2009 – March 1, 2012.  There were no monetary changes to the proposal that he submitted to the Bel-Nor Board.  Alderperson Coughley asked about the request to change the Municipal Court night and whether this was part of the renegotiation.  The Mayor stated that this issue was separate and the current and proposed contract still have the current date but he told Bel-Nor that this could change if it is approved by the Board.

· Tree City USA – The Mayor is working with Alderperson Freels and the Tree Committee on the annual update.

· The Holiday Party was held on Saturday and was very nice and Alderperson Coughley can speak further about this during her report.

· Has been working with a few residents on some things that are going on throughout the City.  One is the yard waste situation on Boswell and this situation should be corrected by the end of this week.  Also, the tree situation on Rockdale and he is working with this resident to have that situation addressed.

· Alderperson Clark asked if he was able to attend the Foreclosure meeting at Pagedale today.  The Mayor stated that they arrived at the meeting and was notified that it had been rescheduled for tomorrow at Noon.

Treasurer David Ruth
The Treasurer stated the financial statements for the end of October 2008 and check detail had been distributed.  Under the revenue on Page 1 the Solid Waste Revenue is ahead of schedule at 53%, telephone tax is extremely strong at approximately $29,000, and court fines are just below budget.  On the expenditures, we have paid 7 months for Solid waste Collection rather than 6 months and that is why we are over budget.  Overall, we are ahead of the budgeted surplus at this point in the fiscal year.  On the Balance Sheet the Truman bank CD is listed now and these funds came from the Money Market so now all of our funds are covered by FDIC Insurance.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley, seconded by Alderperson Renee Freels, moved to accept the Treasurer’s report.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  

Alderperson Mable Clark – No Report
Alderperson Chandra Coughley
· Stated the Holiday Party was a huge success, and everyone had a great time.  She thanked everyone that helped with the party and everyone that was able to attend.
Alderperson Alexander Herman 
· Apologized for being late.

· He stated we know that a lot of times the only items we hear about at the Normandy School District are the negative things but that there are positive things happening.  On December 4, 2008 there was an article in the Post Dispatch detailing the results of the HIV testing.  As you will read in the article it has been determined that there is no threat.  
Alderperson Renee Freels
· The Tree City USA annual update is due by December 31, 2008 and the Tree Committee and Mayor are assisting with the completion of this so we can hopefully get it in by Christmas.

· She has a few ideas to submit for the Jefferson County Solid Waste Management Recycling Grants and is soliciting any assistance on this.  Resident Monica Huddleston stated that she would be willing to help with it.

· She stated that she works in the service industry and knows the financial situation a lot of people are in and it is getting worse.  She doesn’t want our residents to feel such pressure by the City that they get pushed from their homes due to bills.  She has spoken with the Marshal and she feels he needs to have the freedom to do his job and if he doesn’t it needs to be addressed.  She also stated that there are a lot of little maintenance items that need to be addressed.

· She has heard from some residents that they do not feel they are seeing the Police presence they have in the past.

· Alderperson Herman asked if she was referring to the tasks that were assigned during the Strategic Planning session.  She stated that she was not.  She just feels that the communication needed to be improved.

· She stated that the Marshal and the Mayor are great resources for the community and we should use these assets.

· She also feels a great way to understand the situation is to walk with the Marshal when he tours the City.

City Administrator Brent Bury-

· The leaf vacuuming should be just about completed.

· The contract for the snow plowing by the City of Ferguson is on the agenda for approval.

· In regards to completing forms for the declaration of candidates for the April election, the City Administrator will be performing this duty in the City Clerk’s absence until she returns.  After that time he will send in a new form to the Election Board changing the authorized signer to the City Clerk.

· We have been having some interesting issues with the entries to QB Pro and he has discussed it with Mike Anderson of Advanced Computers.  We have taken the steps recommended by Mr. Anderson and hopefully the problems should now be alleviated.
Building Commissioner Raymond Winston – No Report
Marshal Johnny Parish
· He stated that the yard waste on Boswell is starting to disappear.

· Tree on Rockdale – he discussed the letter in regards to the status of the tree and what should be done to solve the problem.

· He stated that residents contact him to discuss concerns they have and he believes that they are not being dealt with.  He feels it is not his job and the Alderperson’s should assist with this.

· Alderperson Herman asked when the debris on Boswell will be completely removed.  The Marshal had talked with the resident and it should be removed by tomorrow.  If it is not removed by then it will be removed by a City contractor by Thursday.  

· Attorney Ayers asked if the tree on Rockdale is dangerous.  The Mayor referred to the letter from Living Tree Care and they have said the tree is healthy but due to conflicting opinions it is debatable.
Sergeant John Bernsen – Bel-Nor Police Department

· From 11-01-08 to 12-16-08 the Bel-Nor Police Department issued 162 Greendale summonses.  There were 19 arrests made for law violations.  Two of these arrests were made for felony probation violations and narcotics possession.

· Two arrests were made on Thanksgiving morning on a call for domestic disturbance.  One arrest was made for possession of marijuana and the other for domestic assault 3rd degree.

· There have been two copper burglaries surrounding the City of Greendale.  One on November 21, 2008 and the other on December 8, 2008.  Both of these occurred in Bel-Nor and the point of entry was made through a small window in vacant homes.

· There was a daytime burglary reported on December 3, 2008 in Bel-Nor.  The point of entry was a bedroom window and exit was made through a rear door.  This property backs up to Normandie Golf Course and due to inclement weather no one was golfing at the time of the burglary.  Two suspects have been identified on this burglary and statements as well as evidence from other burglaries have been obtained from these suspects.  Investigation is on-going.

· With the Holiday season upon us it was recommended that residents keep all valuables out of sight especially if they are left in a vehicle.

Alderperson Freels asked Sergeant Bernsen if he had any idea why we may not be seeing the police presence that the City is accustomed to seeing in the past.  He stated that he does not have any known reason for this but they will patrol more.  They recently had an injured officer return to duty and they are about to hire another new officer which should help with this.

Alderperson Herman referenced the visibility of the officers and stated that with many of the squad cars having tinted windows it is often hard to see our officers.  He went on to state that he would like to see an increase in the visibility of the officers and the communications with the residents.

NEW BUSINESS

Consideration of contract for snow removal and salting with the City of Ferguson.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley, seconded by Alderperson Renee Freels moved to accept the contract proposal as presented.  All votes yes.

Resolution 2008-02 - A resolution relating to the conduct of the general election of the City of Greendale, Missouri to be held on April 7, 2009.

Alderperson Alexander Herman, seconded by Alderperson Chandra Coughley moved to accept Resolution 2008-02 as presented.  All votes yes.

Discussion of rescheduling the Municipal Court Date.

The Mayor discussed the option of rescheduling the Municipal Court date so that individuals that are not able to attend or arrive late to the Board meeting can be here on time.  The Board discussed this option and it was decided that there was no interest in changing the date.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Resident Roger Mason, 7452 Marillac Drive – He stated that a situation occurred at his rental property where the son and daughter-in-law of his landlord had threatened him and his wife.  He stated that he called the Bel-Nor Police Department and the officer told him that he needed to pay his rent.  He believes the house is unlivable and no one has dealt with this situation.  He went on to say that no one from the City goes out to visit the disabled, sick, etc. in the community and this will be reflected during election time.

Resident Monica Huddleston, 53 Greendale Drive – She questioned the changes to the current contract between the City of Greendale and the Village of Bel-Nor for Police Services that were referred to during the Mayors report.  She asked if this was discussed in a public venue.  The Mayor stated that it was discussed by the Board of Alderpersons at a Closed Meeting held on December 2, 2008.  She stated that this is not an eligible item for a closed meeting and should have been discussed in an open forum.  She asked if any of the homes that were burglarized had alarms.  Sergeant Bernsen stated that they did not.  She asked if the City Attorney had seen the proposed contract with the City of Ferguson prior to the meeting.  Attorney Ayers stated that he had received a copy of the contract on the previous Friday.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley told Mr. Mason that she was one of his Alderpersons.  Alderperson Renee Freels apologized for having a low voice and she would attempt to speak louder in the future.

Resident Lamarr Huddleston, 53 Greendale – He asked if any burglaries had occurred in the City of Greendale.  Sergeant Bernsen stated that none had occurred in Greendale.  He also asked the Mayor if he had come up with an outline of duties for the Neighborhood Watch Block Captains.  The Mayor stated that he was still considering these duties and was working on the outline.

Resident Jackie Payton, 7529 Leadale Drive – Stated that she was interested in serving as a Block Captain for the Neighborhood Watch program.
