MINUTES

Mayor Charles Ellis called the meeting to order at 7:47.

ROLL CALL: Mayor Charles Ellis, Attorney Philip Ayers, Alderpersons Chandra Coughley, Alexander Herman, and Renee Freels, Treasurer David Ruth, Marshal Johnny Parish, Building Commissioner Raymond Winston, City Administrator Brent Bury, Sgt. John Bernsen – Bel-Nor Police, and City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps. 

ABSENT: Alderperson Mable Clark, with notice.

Mayor Ellis stated that there were 4 items before the Agenda.  A review of the results of the April 7, 2009 election was presented.  Afterwhich Alderperson Alexander Herman seconded by Alderperson Chandra Coughley, moved to accept the results of the April 7, 2009 Election.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

SWEARING IN - 

City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps swore in Alderpersons Chandra Coughley and Renee Freels for a Two Year Term.   Alderperson Renee Freels seconded by Alderperson Chandra Coughley moved to elect Alderperson Alexander Herman as chairman of the Board.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Mable Clark, absent.

Ms. Melinda Stewart was sworn in for a 4-year term to serve on Planning and Zoning Commission to expire May 2013.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded by Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to accept the appointment.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

Ms. Esther Allen was sworn in for a 5-year term to the Board of Adjustment to expire May 2014.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded by Alderperson Alexander Herman, moved to accept the appointment.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Melvin Rollins, #82 Greendale Dr., stated that he had observed several children riding their bikes on the sidewalk.  He suggested that they ride in the park instead.

Ernest Jones, 7424 Hillsdale, stated that it would be hard to take the children off the sidewalks.  Alderperson Renee Freels asked about putting up caution signs regarding speeding.  

Jackie Payton, 7529 Leadale, asked if anyone on the board had received an email from Mr. Hibbler regarding the Neighborhood Block Watch Program.  A meeting for the Block Captains is scheduled for June 27, 2009, place to be announced.  She requested the sum of $25.00 to purchase refreshments.  Further that a representative from the Urban League would present would give a presentation on becoming a legitimate Neighborhood Association.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated the he would get estimates for the forestry work that needed to be done.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that he would look at the trees with Brent.

Ernestine Wright, 7509 Leadale, stated that the house next door to her that is being rented has high grass, old mail, phone books, unsightly cut grass, and a door hanging open.  Brent Bury stated that he would follow up with a Normandy officer that resides at the property.

ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA – none

ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

Mayor Charles Ellis introduced his wife Sharonda Ellis.  Next he acknowledged State Representative of the 71st District, Mr. Don Calloway.  Representative Calloway stated that the Legislative Session has ended.  That he wanted to make himself available to the taxpayers.

Mayor Charles Ellis introduced Assistant City Clerk Ms. Barbara Lewis.

Sgt. John Bernsen - Bel-Nor Police, introduced Chief Scott Ford, officers Richard Tate, and Milton Isaiah.  Alderperson Alexander Herman asked if these officers are full-time.  Sgt. Bernsen answered that officer Isaiah is part-time.

MINUTES

Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded by Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to accept the Board of Alderpersons Minutes of April 14, 2009.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Mable Clark, absent.

REPORTS

Building Commissioner Raymond Winston stated that exterior surveys would be done in the upcoming weekend.

Marshal Johnny Parish-

· 7400 blk. of Hillsdale – property has been condemned with code violations.

· 2200 blk. of Atwater – property has had no inspection, no permits; posted for cleanup.

· End of Greendale Dr. – occupancy violation.

· 2200 blk. of Normandy Dr. - property has numerous violations.  

· 7500 blk of Hillsdale - no plate on a car.

Marshal Parish stated that he was not allowed to copy documents from the city files.  Alderperson Alexander asked if the Marshal is allowed to take documents from the files.  Mayor Ellis answered that this is a board decision.  The final decision was that Marshal Parish is allowed to make copies of any documents needed.

Attorney Philip Ayers stated that Marshal Johnny Parish had contacted him regarding his desire to carry a weapon while acting in the capacity of his position.  Attorney Ayers after discussion stated that he did not recommend the board to authorize use of a weapon for Marshal Parish, because of liability issues.  He stated further that Marshal Parish could get a weapon on his own, taking necessary training.  Alderperson Coughley asked Marshal Parish if he could take a police officer with him when needed.  Marshal Parish answered no.

Bel-Nor Police - Sgt. Bernsen distributed copies of his monthly report, as well as the CAD list.  The report included activities by the department between April 14th and May 19th, 2009. He concluded with reminding all residents that all local schools are drawing close to school vacation. Please keep an eye out for any suspicious foot and vehicle traffic.  Feel free to contact the Bel-Nor Police Department at anytime any suspicious activity is noticed.

Alderperson Renee Freels stated that any barriers to the Marshal performing his job, needed to be removed.  Further she noted that Mr. Kyle Freels had accompanied Sgt. Bernsen on a shift. 

Treasurer David Ruth – stated that revenues for 11 months have exceeded 100%, expenses 89%.  He suggested purchasing another CD for the City.  Alderperson Rene Freels seconded by Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to accept the report of the Treasurer.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Mabel Clark absent.

City Administrator Brent Bury:

· Stated that proposals for the park mowing have been sent out.

· The budget numbers have been entered, that a copy of the approved budget will be included with the Friday June 12, 2009 update.

· He will get with Alderperson Alexander regarding the tree trace report

· He had spoken with the owner of #2 Greendale Dr., and informed her that the property cannot be turned into a multi-family home.  It that was her intention she would need a variance at $10,000.00.  Currently all permits and bonds have been obtained.

· He has received certification as a Credentialed Public Manager, and is an expecting father.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley –stated that she had received 2 phone calls regarding Zion Cemetery.  Also that we should have some news regarding the Obesity Grant next month.

Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that he is concerned about the number of properties that are in deplorable condition in the city.  Alderperson Rene Freels asked about the owner of 2236 Atwater.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated that lat year this property was cited, and LL&JJ Lawn cut it twice.  Alderperson Alexander addressed Sgt Bernsen regarding a person not answering their door, when a police officer knocks.  Sgt. Bernsen answered that if there is a violation, the officer will need a search warrant.

Alderperson Rene Freels – stated that Greendale had again once again been awarded Tree City USA.  She and Alderperson Alexander Herman attended the award ceremony for Tree City USA, held at the Community Center in Des Peres.  She stated that she would like to see more African Americans attend the celebration next year.  Alderperson Freels also had spoken with a realtor regarding the building on St. Charles Rock Road.

Alderpersons Freels and Herman met with Dr. Mike Butler regarding the website.  Alderperson Herman stated that Alderperson Coughley deserved praise for the work she had done on the website, keeping it maintained on a monthly basis.  Further that the time has come that the website should be under the control of the city.  He also stated that the city compensate Alderperson Coughley if a buyout of a contract is in order.  Alderperson Renee Freels suggested discussing the website further in the Planning Meeting.

Alderperson Freels stated that the grass was high at the pavilion, that she had engaged a person to cut it at a fee of $60.00, and had paid him in cash. She did not have the receipt.

Mayor Charles Ellis 

- The Mayors of Small Cities last met on Tuesday, April 15th.  Mayor Richard Magee of Glendale is the President of the association, and he gave his insight on recent court cases from his perspective as an attorney and Mayor.  The next meeting is scheduled for tomorrow, May 20th at Normandy City Hall, 7700 Natural Bridge Road, at 7:00pm, where a representative of a local Congressman will speak on the economic stimulus package and its impact on small cities.  Elections for next year's officers will also be held.

- The St. Louis County Municipal League last met on Thursday, April 23rd at University City City Hall, where the topic of discussion was the upcoming MLB All-Star Game and the impact it will have on the metro area.  The next event is the annual Installation Dinner, scheduled for Friday, May 29th, at 7:00pm at the Marriott West in Town & Country.

- The Mayor was in attendance at the North County, Inc. 33rd annual breakfast held on Friday, May 15th as a guest of Incarnate Word Academy. Along with the Mayor was Alderperson Alexander Herman and Joseph Riebold of Truman Bank.  Mayor Virginia Bira of Vinita Park was honored with a Public Service Award.

- Greendale's fifth annual Arbor Day celebration was held at the Greendale Park Pavilion on Sunday, April 26th.  Many thanks to Alderperson Renee Freels and Tree Committee Chair Jackie Payton for their guidance in putting the event together.

- The last area foreclosure meeting was held on Thursday, April 16th.  The next area foreclosure meeting is on Thursday, May 21st at Vinita Park City Hall at 12:00 noon.

- The City will have its annual Planning Meeting from 10:00am-12:00pm on Saturday, June 6, 2009 in the conference room (room 101) of the William L. Clay Center for Nanoscience Building on the University of Missouri-St. Louis campus.  Light refreshments will be served.

- The Neighborhood Watch Association will be hosting a kickoff party at the Greendale Park Pavilion on Saturday, June 13th from 2-5pm.

- Applicants for the Assistant Marshal position have been contacted and interviews will be conducted sometime next week.

Alderperson Alexander Herman moved to continue using LL& JJ Lawn Care for the city mowing needs.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley seconded.  The motion was carried, all votes yes. Alderperson Mabel Clark Absent.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

John Rice, 7560 Hillsdale, thanked Alderperson Renee Freels for the signs regarding the Neighborhood Watch Kickoff.  He stated that website development is his area of expertise, and that he would be happy to lend assistance.

Lamarr Huddleston, #53 Greendale Dr., stated that if the property value in the city is going down, the Ordinances are not being enforced, and that is a problem.

Monica Huddleston, #53 Greendale Dr., stated that there are only 4 city officers that are bonded.  Further that it is not right to question the Marshal’s needs.  That the Marshal should receive whatever he needs to do his job, including cooperation from the clerks. She stated that if an owner does not comply the city has the right to post the property.  

Melinda Stewart, 7406 Leadale, expressed concern for the need for the City to do something with the children.

Mayor Charles Ellis stated that the Neighborhood Watch Committee was intended to get the children involved.  Alderperson Coughley stated that if the City gets the Obesity Grant, it will provide for 5 children.

Alderperson Renee Freels stated that she attended Afrky LoL.   Also that she is doing a 2-year book drive for Normandy High School.  Marshal Johnny Parish thanked Alderpersons Alexander Herman and Renee Freels for their assistance.
