MINUTES
PUBLIC HEARING – BUDGET FY 2009-2010.  7:30 P.M.

City Administrator Brent Bury stated thanked everyone who worked on the budget.  The revised fee of $39.57 is included in the budget.  Resident Linda Herman #80 Greendale Dr. asked if golfing would be included in the new Obesity Grant.  City Administrator Bury stated he did not know, but that he would find out.  Resident Wray Darr #88 Greendale Dr. asked what is the City budget.  City Administrator Bury noted the amounts present on the proposed budget.  Resident Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale thanked the board for cutting the trash bill, stating that the residents will appreciate it.  Resident Lamarr Huddleston, #53 Greendale Dr. asked if the line item for streets included striping the streets, also if there was an outline of the projects for this year.  Mayor Ellis stated the striping and additional projects have a tentative budget, but that the Planning Meeting to discuss specifics would be held probably next month or at the beginning of June.  The PUBLIC HEARING WAS CLOSED at 7:35pm.

Mayor Charles Ellis called the Regular Meeting of the Board of Alderpersons to order at 7:35 p.m.

ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA – Mayor Ellis stated that the report of City 

Administrator Brent Bury would be moved up on the Agenda as he had a meeting at the City of Normandy.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Alderperson Alexander Herman introduced Mr. Errol Bush Alderman for the City of Northwoods, and Foreclosure Taskforce Volunteer.  Mr. Bush thanked Alderperson Herman for the invitation.  He stated that he is working with the Foreclosure Task Coalition on foreclosures.  He further stated that he would like to set a date to visit a board meeting and talk with Greendale residents about help available for property foreclosures.  Alderperson Herman stated that many people do not know that there is help available with property foreclosures.  Alderperson Mable Clark stated that the meetings are held at the time of day when many people are at work. Mr. Bush stated that he would like information regarding the obesity grant.  Mayor Ellis stated that he would have Alderperson Coughley contact him.

Resident Monica Huddleston #53 Greendale Dr. asked about the Rental License.  Attorney Philip Ayers answered that the Court of Appeals states that the City of Greendale does not have the authority to do this.  This Ordinance is being repealed.

Resident Linda Herman #80 Greendale Dr. suggested that Greendale activities for 2009 should be publicized.  Mayor Ellis stated answered that Christmas can be better publicized, that National Night Out was scaled back due to funding.  Also that this can be taken into consideration in the up-coming Planning Meeting, and efforts would be made to include residents in planning the community affairs.   

City Administrator Brent Bury went through the amended items on the budget.  Alderperson Mable Clark asked why the expense for the park went up.  He explained that cost for Chesterfield Irrigation to turn the water off and on in the park pavilion was included.  Treasurer David Ruth stated that in addition the grass had to be cut more.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that Mr. McGee is hospitalized and is not accepting visitors.  City Administrator Bury stated that he would have to address the matter of the park mowing.

Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that Dr. Lawrence from the Normandy School District is unable to attend the board meeting.  He would come at another time.

REPORTS
Mayor Charles Ellis
· The Mayors of Small Cities last met on 3/18.  The guest speaker was Brian Leonard from AmerenUE and he spoke about the MO Clean and Renewable Energy Act.    The next meeting will be tomorrow evening, April 15th at 7:00pm at Normandy City Hall.  The guest speaker will be Mayor Rich Magee of Glendale, who serves as the President.  He will be speaking on several recent developments in Municipal Law from his perspective as an attorney and Mayor.  There will also be an appointment of the Municipal Park Grant Commissioner to represent the First District of St. Louis County prior to the meeting, at 6:30pm.

· The St. Louis County Municipal League last met on 3/26 at Black Jack City Hall, where the topic of discussion was the future of transportation funding in Missouri and how new revenues would affect the St. Louis region.  The next meeting will be on Thursday, 4/23 at 7:30pm at University City City Hall.  The topic of discussion and guest speaker are to be determined.

· The last area foreclosure meeting was held on 3/19.  The next area foreclosure meeting is on Thursday, 4/16 at Pagedale City Hall at 12:00 noon.

· Incarnate Word has a car accident display on the parking lot this Thursday morning (4/16) up until about 9:30am.   It will also have the following events within the next five weeks:  Ring Day on April 22nd (Wednesday), Memorial Mass on April 29th (Wednesday) and Rose & Candle on May 15th (Friday).  As a result, there will likely be overflow parking on Greendale Drive on each of those days.  Residents on the north half of Greendale Drive are asked to take particular caution on these days for added traffic.

· Alderperson Mable Clark and the Mayor will hold initial meetings for the Neighboorhood Watch program on Saturday, May 2nd at 12:00 noon.  The Mayor continues to encourage all concerned residents to participate in this program.

· The Superintendent of the Normandy School District has called together local officials to discuss matters of children's activities outside of school.  This meeting, held at the District board room on Saturday, March 28th, addressed various initatives to encourage parents to become involved in their children's scholastic experience.  Alderperson Herman has been asked to determine children from Greendale that attend Normandy schools so the Mayor may speak with them and to inform them that the City and its residents can provide support to them and their families.

· Many thanks to the Freshmen from Normandy High School who came to Greendale on March 31st to do some spring cleaning.  Also, thanks to those who volunteered their time to help the students and to those that also donated tools for the students' use.

· - For informational purposes, the state will have a "Green Sales Tax Holiday" for purchase of energy-efficient appliances from April 19th-25th. 

· North County, Inc. will be having its 32nd annual breakfast at the St. Louis Airport Marriott on Friday, May 15th at 7:30am.  Tickets will be $37.  We have gotten some responses from officials that would like to attend.  Officials are asked to let Ms. Topps know if they would be interested in attending no later than this Friday for a final count.

· Delinquent list for trash bills has been received for the month of April.  The Marshal is expected to have all needed citations for delinquent trash bills written and submitted to the Bel-Nor Municipal Clerk no later than 4/21, a week from today.  The Mayor will expect the Marshal to write these citations as long as he is not delinquent himself.

· Applications for the Assistant Marshal position will be reviewed later this week and candidates will be contacted the week of April 27th.
· Mayor Ellis requested to have the annual planning meeting for the City on May 30th, with a backup date of June 6th.  Alderperson Freels noted that she would have a conflict with May 30th.  Stated that he would email the board members regarding the Planning Meeting to be tentatively held on June 6th.  

Alderperson Herman asked how many resumes are in regarding the position of assistant City Marshal.  Mayor Ellis answered there were four.

· Revenue is running ahead, expenses are almost on target.

· He will look into moving another $80,000.00 from the Operating Account to purchase another CD.

Alderperson Herman asked if everything was over with the Normandy Golf Course.  Treasurer Ruth stated that the lawsuit is dead, but the committee has not met to discuss where to go from here.  Alderperson Herman, seconded by Alderperson Clark, to accept the report of the Treasurer.  The motion was carried.  All votes yes.  Alderperson Coughley, absent.

Alderperson Mable Clark – no official report.  Stated that there was a wonderful turnout for the Neighborhood Block Watch Committee.  The next meeting will be held May 2, 2009.

Alderperson Alexander Herman thanked residents Wray Darr, Jackie Payton, Johnny Parish, Renee Freels, and Monica Huddleston for assisting with the Normandy student project.

Alderperson Renee Freels- Stated that she had met with Mike Butler at UMSL regarding designing a website for the City.  Alderperson Herman stated that he would like to attend the meeting on the website.  Alderperson Freels stated that the city needed an official, up to date website.

Building Commissioner Raymond Winston – Stated that the exterior surveys will be done May 16, 2009, and letters will go out.  Larger corrections will be re-inspected September 19, 2009.

Marshal Johnny Parish – There are 5 property occupancy violations, 2 houses posted April 2, 2009.  He stated further that 7441 Hillsdale removed the sticker from the property and moved in, in addition Bel-Nor Police gave the wrong advice.

Alderperson Rene Freels asked if there was anything the City could do to help with the occupancy permits.  

Alderperson Herman stated to Sgt. Bernsen that he had requested other officers to come to the Board Meeting.  Regarding the report of too many persons in a residence, Attorney Ayers suggested meeting with Bel-Nor police and see what the policy is.  Mayor Ellis asked Sgt. Bernsen to set up the meeting.

Bel-Nor Police Department – Sgt. John Bernsen – distributed his report along with the CAD report.  He stated he would have other officers at the next meeting.
