MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2010 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT.

Mayor Charles Ellis opened the BLOCK GRANT HEARING at 7:32 pm.  The Public Hearing Handout was distributed to those in attendance for review.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated that the City was not eligible for the low to moderate income. Therefore he suggested using the Grant for home repairs as it had been used in the past. Alderperson Chandra Coughley moved to apply for the Block Grant.  Alderperson Alexander Herman seconded.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  The BLOCK GRANT HEARING was closed.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

ROLL CALL: Mayor Charles Ellis, Attorney Philip Ayers, Alderpersons Chandra Coughley, Mable Clark, Alexander Herman, and Renee Freels, Treasurer David Ruth, Marshal Johnny Parish, Building Commissioner Raymond Winston, City Administrator Brent Bury, Sgt. John Bernsen – Bel-Nor Police Dept., Assistant City Clerk Barbara Lewis and City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Mayor Charles Ellis stated that the initial part of PUBLIC COMMENT would be restricted to comments, concerns and questions about new business.

ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA - none

SWEARING IN - 

City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps swore in Assistant City Clerk Barbara Lewis

Alderperson Chandra Coughley announced that congratulations are in order to former Alderperson Arthur Robinson who retired after 20 years as a teacher.

MINUTES

Hearing no objections, Mayor Ellis stated the minutes of the May 19, 2009 meeting were approved.

REPORTS

Building Commissioner, Raymond Winston- stated that the Exterior Surveys are completed.  A first re-inspection will be done July 19th.

Bel-Nor Police Department, Sgt. John Bernsen – distributed copies of his report  covering a period of May 19th 2009, through June 15th 5009, with a copy of the CAD list.  He stated that the confrontation between the Marshal and the resident on Leadale is under investigation.  The results will be available before the next Board Meeting.

Marshal Johnny Parish stated that he had an un-welcomed confrontation on June 1, 2009, with a resident in the 7500 block of Leadale.
Treasurer David Ruth – the city has had a very good year.  Revenue is slightly higher at 106%.  Expenses came in less than budgeted.  Alderperson Renee Freels moved to accept the report of the Treasurer.  Alderperson Mable Clark seconded.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.

City Administrator Brent Bury- stated that owners of properties with high weeds would receive a notice from the city.  LL&JJ have done quite a bit of work for the city, and had done a good job.   Ms. Josie Magee is submitting a contract. The CDB Grant application must be filed by July 17, 2009.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley asked if he had done a walk through the city after the recent storm.  City Administrator Bury answered that he and Alderperson Herman would do so within the coming week.  Marshal Johnny Parish stated there are sewers not draining.  Alderperson Rene Freels stated there is a tree with a bag on it, and asked that it be moved.  City Administrator Bury stated that he would remove it.

Alderperson Mabel Clark – stated the Neighborhood Block Watch Kick-Off was held on Saturday June 13, 2009 in the park pavilion and was well attended by Greendale residents.  A representative from the Urban League will hold a Block Unit training session for the City on June 27, 2009.  Greendale residents are urged to get involved.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley - stated that National Night Out would be held August 4, 2009, at the Normandie Golf Course.  Alderperson Clark stated that she would incorporate the Neighborhood Block Watch with National Night Out.  Alderperson Coughley stated that she would contact persons and send out information.  The tentative time is 5:30 to 7:30 pm.

Alderperson Alexander Herman –

· A draft of the Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) has been located.  This plan should be used as a model, and be up-dated as necessary.  Resident Ms. Gena Burroughs, 2220 Colfax expressed great interest in this project.

· There is no activity to report this period on solid waste.

· Marshal Parish notified him after the thunderstorm June 15, 2009, of the excessive amount of water in the southernmost area of Rockdale.  The area included 2308 & 2312 Rockdale along with the Greendale park area.  The City Clerk reported the problem to MSD, and they are looking into it.
· Web site- no comment, pending approval of a new website by the Board.

· On June 10, 2009, attended an orientation on Reclaiming Our Kids (ROK) Task Force.  The task force was co-chaired by Normandy School District Superintendent Dr. Stanton E. Lawrence, and Honorable Hazel Erby, 1st District Councilwoman for St. Louis County.  Several leaders of local police departments were also in attendance.

· Business District Planning – no report this period.

· Youth Activities Council (YAC) - Held a meeting with Alderperson Freels and Ms. Linda Herman to discuss the activities for the youth of Greendale between the ages of 4 and 17.

Alderperson Renee Freels - stated that she had spoken with Mr. Thomas at St. Louis County regarding locking the gate to the park.  She asked the Mayor to make a formal request regarding the gate.  Alderperson Freels stated further that she had met with Ms. Mary Ann Owens of the Girl Scouts.  She introduced some literature pertaining girl scouting in Greendale, and thanked Assistant City Clerk Barbara Lewis for her assistance.  Alderperson Clark asked how many children there are in Greendale.  Alderperson Herman answered he estimated around 50.  Alderperson Freels continued that she would like to have a recruitment night June 25th, 6:30 p.m. at Incarnate Word.  She also suggested having some activities for the children during National Night Out.

Mayor Charles Ellis 
· Information was given on the City Planning Meeting, which was held June 6, 2009, at the William L. Clay Ctr. For Nanoscience Bldg., UMSL.  Activities and responsibilities of officials were defined for the current fiscal year.

· The Mayors of Small Cities Met May 20th, 2009.  A representative from the office of Rep. Todd Akin spoke on the economic stimulus package, and its affect on small cities.

· The St. Louis County Municipal League is on leave for the summer, and will reconvene Thursday September 24th, 2009.

· The area foreclosure meeting will be held June 18, 2009, at Vinita Park City Hall, 12:22 pm.

· The City Hall has received the delinquent trash bills for the month of June.  Marshal Parish has been requested to have citations written and submitted to the Bel-Nor Court Clerk no later than the Court date of each month.
· A big thanks to Alderperson Mabel Clark, Jackie Payton, her husband Terrance, and daughter Mya, John Rice and Monica Huddleston for organizing the Neighborhood Watch Kick-Off Party.  There were about 60 residents in attendance throughout the afternoon.

· The Mayor is requesting that Alderpersons working with the Planning & Zoning Commission, the Neighborhood Watch Association, and the Tree Committee, ask chairs of these units to hold their meetings on days outside of the normal board meeting dates, so that other officials and residents may have a chance to lend input at their meetings.

· The Building Commissioner and City Clerks will address any discrepancies regarding the 2009 Exterior Surveys.
· Mayor discussed the importance of using tact when dealing with fellow officials, as well as the residents.
· Letters will be distributed to residents on Leadale Dr. and Colfax that border Zion Cemetery, to make them aware that all items, plants, etc. on Zion’s property must be moved by the end of the month.  Plans are in place to widen the easement to 12 feet.  
· The Mayor will be requesting to meet with Alderpersons Clark and Coughley regarding National Night Out at the end of the month.
· The Mayor will be requesting to meet with Alderperson Freels and Marshal Parish on recycling education next month.
· The Mayor will be requesting to meet with the City Administrator and City Clerks to review the Personnel Policy Handbook, and appraisal process sometime next month.
· The Mayor will be requesting to meet with Alderperson Herman to review the Emergency Management Plan in August.
· The Mayor will be away from the City on the evening of the July 21st Board Meeting, for work related matters, but will be returning as the meeting begins.  Alderperson Herman is asked to begin the meeting, and the Mayor will take over upon his arrival.
OLD BUSINES – none

NEW BUSINESS: Discussion & Consideration of Contract for a City Web Site.   Alderperson Renee Freels distributed information regarding a city web site, to be administered from the City Hall.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that the implementation of the web site would include training of the city clerks and city administrator.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley asked if anyone had looked at other web site providers for bids.  Alderperson Freels stated no, this is the only one where quotes have been received.  Alderperson Rene Freels moved to engage Butler Consulting Group for the fee of $1,519.00 for setup and one year of hosting service.  Alderpersons Alexander Herman, Renee Freels, and Mabel Clark, voted yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley voted no.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Resident Mr.Vernon Harlan, 7435 Leadale, stated that a lawn care person who was at his property too early had left when Lt. Tate rang his doorbell at 7:45 am. regarding the grass cutting.  Mr. Harlan suggested the Mayor talk to Bel-Nor police regarding how they do business in Greendale.  He also suggested that board members talk with residents about officials bugging them over little things.  

Resident Ms. Sharon Briggen, 7545 Leadale, stated that when residents have contractors work on their property, residents should let them know about the policies here in Greendale.  

Resident Ms. Christina Perkins, 7401 Leadale, read a letter of May 20, 2009, which she had previously mailed to the Mayor.  The letter contained a complaint against Marshal Johnny Parish for harassing her.  Ms. Perkins stated a concern that the Marshal is allowed to access city files.  She also complained about trees that Marshal Parish had told her would be planted in front of her house.  Mayor Ellis apologized to Ms. Perkins, explaining that the Marshal needed to access city files in order to issue citations.  Mayor Ellis agreed however that no resident should be harassed.  Sgt. Bernsen stated he would address the issue of Mr. Vernon Harlan.

Resident Mr. Lamarr Huddleston, #53 Greendale, asked when National Night Out would be held.  Answer Mayor Ellis answered August 4, 2009

Resident Sharon Briggen, 7545 Leadale, volunteered to donate giveaway items for National Night Out.

Resident Wray Darr, #88 Greendale Dr., suggested officers stand up when speaking in order to be heard.  He stated further that it is hard to hear the officials when they are mumbling, and that the only person he could hear is City Clerk Evelyn Topps.

Resident Gena Burroughs, 2220 Colfax, stated she is very proud of Greendale.  Further that she had been walking in the mornings to see how the neighborhood looks.

Alderperson Chandra Coughley asked if the trees Ms. Perkins referred to could be moved.  Mayor Ellis answered yes, we can consider it.

At 9:33 pm., Alderperson Chandra Coughley moved to adjourn.
