MINUTES

Mayor Charles Ellis called the Meeting to order at 7:39 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

ROLL CALL:  Mayor Charles Ellis, Alderpersons Alexander Herman, Mable Clark, and Rene Freels, Marshal Johnny Parish, City Administrator Brent Bury, Treasurer David Ruth, Building Commissioner Raymond Winston, Sgt. John Bernsen, and City Clerk Evelyn B. Topps.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS – Mayor Charles Ellis acknowledged City Clerk Evelyn Topps, for having served 5 years with the City.
PUBLIC COMMENT – Mayor Ellis informed resident Louis Richard, 2600 Normandy Dr., that his concerns would be addressed in the next segment of Public Comment.

BOARD OF ALDERPERSONS MINUTES
Mayor Charles Ellis asked if there were any corrections, additions, or deletions to the Board Minutes of September 15, 2009.  Hearing none, the Minutes were accepted.

REPORTS
Building Commissioner Raymond Winston
Mr. Winston stated he had finished the reinspections on the exterior surveys.  Quite a few of the residents were in compliance.   Names of those residents not in compliance were turned over to the Marshal for citations. 

Bel-Nor Police Sgt. John Bernsen  
Sgt. Bernsen began his report with welcoming Marshal Johnny Parish back.  He distributed a copy of his report as well as the CAD List which was as follows: 

-Between September 15th and October 20th 2009, a total of 27 summonses were issued for the City of Greendale.

-The low number of traffic tickets and related arrests is attributed to an increase in patrol, and a heightened alert due to recent burglaries and related investigations.

-There was only one residential alarm reported.

-One case of fraud was reported.  Police are investigating the theft of the victim’s identity in reference to a cell phone account established in the victim’s name.

-On September 27th, Chief Ford and Officer Shelton responded to a report of suspicious persons in the area of Racquet and Clearview in Bel-Nor.  Five suspects were arrested.    All suspects lived outside of Bel-Nor and Greendale, residing in Bel-Ridge and Velda Village Hills.

-A total of 82 extra man hours were utilized in this 3 1/2 week investigation.

Alderperson Alexander Herman stated to Sgt. Bernsen that he did not see Bel-Nor Police patrolling the area of St. Charles Rock Road and Pennsylvania.  Sgt. Bernsen explained that someone is there when the light changes to yellow flash at night.  Alderperson Herman replied that he was not complaining.

Marshal Johnny Parish
Marshal Parish stated that he did not have a report.  He did state however that there are 46 rental properties in Greendale.  He suggested that the city needs to check on the square footage per person.  David Ruth asked what house in Greendale can house 18 people.  Building Commissioner Winston clarified that a house on Greendale Dr. is zoned to allow up to 18 people, not that 18 people are currently living in the house.  Marshal Parish continued that the city needs to check occupancy permits.  Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that every 2 or 3 months there seems to be a problem with occupancy permits.  He asked if we need to go over our system.  Mayor Ellis noted that, as soon as it is known that a resident does not have a valid permit, we get on it right away.  Alderperson Herman asked about the rapport with Bel-Nor Police regarding occupancy permit violations.  Mayor Ellis stated that any issue the Board wanted him to follow up on, he would gladly do so.  Sgt. Bernsen stated that an officer can visit a home with the Marshal whenever there is a problem.  

Alderperson Alexander Herman asked Sgt. Bernsen about the status of the cell phone mentioned in last month’s meeting.  Sgt. Bernsen stated that he would find out what the City of Greendale’s responsibility is, and let us know.

Treasurer David Ruth
-Total Revenue for 3 months ending July 31, 2009, is 24.53% of budget for the year vs. 25%.

-Budgeted $30k for the Obesity Grant which was not approved.  This is an item that will not be made up later in the year.  The impact on the surplus for the year is zero dollars because no cost will be incurred.


-Sales tax revenue @29.05% is great given the economy

-Property tax will come later in the year.

-Total expense for 3 months ending July 31, 1009, are 19.01% of budget for the vs. 25%.

-Salaries 26.53%.

-Police, solid waste collection, rent, are right on schedule.

-Bond payments will be in, later in the year.

Report for August 2009
-Total Revenue for 4 months ending August 31, 2009, 31.35% of budget for the year vs. 33.33%.

-Sales tax revenue is strong at 35.05% of the total budget for the year back to school sales tax in July-August period.  Next is the Christmas Season.

Property tax bills are mailed in October and should begin to show up in November thru January.

-Court fines are at 35.89% of budget for the year.  Bond forfeitures 73.46%.

-Total expense for 4 months ending August 31, 2009, are 26.45% of budget for the year vs. 33.33%.

-There are no significant deviations from the budget in expenses.

Consider moving money

-Two CD’s have come due in September and October and have been put in a Super Saver at Truman Bank, because the yield is higher than rolling over.  Treasurer Ruth stated he considered this a temporary move.  Further that we do not want to accumulate too much at Truman beyond FDIC limits, even if it is secured.  Also, we are getting a high balance in the operating account, and may want to consider moving excess cash.

Alderperson Alexander Herman, seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark, moved to accept the Treasurer’s reports for July and August as presented.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley was absent.

City Administrator Brent Bury 
-Stated that he had been out of the office for the last two weeks.

-The leaf vacuuming will be done in November.  He will get proposals and notify board members.  Alderperson Alexander Herman asked if we are going to use Munie, the same company we used in the past.  City Administrator Bury stated he would contact them to see if their price is the same as last year, and within our budget.

Alderperson Mable Clark
-Apologized that she did not make the Neighborhood Association Meeting, as she had other obligations.

-She received information from NATA who is the organization that sponsors the National Night Out.  They are encouraging the City to join the organization.  The membership fee is $25.00.

-An up-date has been mailed to the Neighborhood Association block captains.

Youth Activities Council (YAC): Canvassing is in progress.

Business District Planning: No activity this reporting period.

Alderperson Alexander Herman asked City Administrator Brent Bury if he had heard any more from the church regarding the building on St. Charles Rock Road.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated that a letter had been sent, letting them know they could move forward with the building   Alderperson Rene Freels stated that there is a sold sign on the building.

David Ruth stated that there is $70,000.00 in the Capital Improvement Fund to cover the cost of side walk repairs.

Alderperson Mable Clark asked who are the people on the YAC committee are.  Alderperson Alexander Herman answered Alderperson Rene Freels, Linda Herman, Assistant City Clerk Barbara Lewis and himself.

Alderperson Rene Freels- no report.

Mayor Charles Ellis
-If officials have not begun to prepare handwritten or typed reports for the Board Meeting, the Mayor is asking them to do so going forward.  Also, the Mayor requests that the reports include, at minimum, the responsibilities they are responsible for and have agreed to perform at meetings throughout the year, when pertinent.

-The Mayors of Small Cities will have its annual banquet October 18, 2009, at the Glen Echo Country Club.

-The St. Louis County Municipal League will hold its next meeting Thursday October 22nd, 2009, at the Missouri American Water Central Plant, located at 901 Hog Hollow Road, in Chesterfield.

-The last foreclosure meeting was held Thursday, October 15th, 2009.   The next area foreclosure meeting is scheduled for Thursday, November 19, 2009, at Pagedale City Hall, 12:00 pm.

-Submissions for the next Greensheet are due in to Mrs., Lewis Assistant City Clerk, no later than Friday, October 23, 2009.

-The Planning And Zoning Commission is scheduled to meet in the multi-purpose Room at Incarnate Word Academy on November 11th, 2009, 6:30pm.  Please check the November Greensheet for final confirmation if there are any issues in need of discussion.

-The St. Louis County Council has placed on the Tuesday, November 3, 2009, ballot two important measures for consideration of St. Louis County residents.  The first is a proposition for a 1/10 cent sales tax proposal to fund an interoperable emergency communications system.  This would help public safety providers across all of St. Louis County meet a federal deadline of December 2012, for narrow banding radio systems and also allow for full interoperability among all police and fire services.  St. Louis City, Jefferson and St. Charles counties have already passed the ballot measure.  The second is a proposition to prohibit smoking in most enclosed public places in St. Louis County.  The main exceptions to this ban would include (a) gaming areas and (b) drinking establishments that have received exemption from the Missouri Dept. of Revenue by mainly having less than 25% of their sales from food.

-Metro will host three final community planning workshops before the end of October.  The nearest one will be held Thursday night, October 22, 2009, at the Eric Newman Center at the Washington University Medical Center, 320 S. Euclid, from 5:30-7:30 pm.  For additional dates and locations, go to www.movingtransitforward.com.

-The Metropolitan Sewer District will also be conducting eight public meetings throughout the metro area to discuss its upcoming initiatives.  Nearest to Greendale is the session being held Thursday, November 5th in Ferguson at the Florissant Valley Community College Student Center.  All sessions will be from 5:30-7:30pm.  For additional dates and locations, go to www.cleanriversstl.com.

-Volunteers are needed for greeting, registration, exit interviews and more for the HOPE NOW foreclosure workshop, being held at the America’s Center in downtown St. Louis on Wednesday, November 4th, from 2:00-8:00 pm.  Training begins about 1:00 pm.  To RSVP, please e-mail Sheila Squier at ssquier@twcny.rr.com.  Please be prepared to work 8 hours.  If you are unable to work for that time frame, indicate the hours you will be available in the RSVP.

-Stated he had the applications available for the Tree City USA Grant and the 2010 Waste Reduction and Recycling Grant to give to Alderperson Rene Freels.  

Alderperson Alexander Herman stated that the next Foreclosure Meeting in November would be held at the City of Northwoods, instead of Pagedale.

He further noted that he has two people who wanted to conduct an informational meeting here in Greendale, regarding foreclosures.  He would like to set up a time to meet with Greendale residents.  Mayor Ellis stated that 2 months ago there was a session held for the residents to attend prior to the August board meeting, and two residents came.  Further that he had no problem with having another meeting, if they would want to meet again.  Marshal Parish asked how we are going to reach out to residents who have problems.  Alderperson Herman answered that we can at least make information available to the residents.  Alderperson Clark asked if information was available at City Hall to assist residents.  Alderperson Herman answered yes.

OLD BUSINESS –none

NEW BUSINESS- Discussion and Consideration of books for Normandy High School Library.
Alderperson Rene Freels distributed a list of books from the 2009-2010 Gateway Award Nominations, which she would like the City of Greendale to purchase for the Normandy High School Library.  The list consisted of both paper and hardbound books.  She had quotes from Borders and Barnes & Noble, both offering a 20% discount.  She also had a quote from Left Bank Books.  Alderperson Freels stated she would like for the city to purchase the books for the library, as their budget is frozen.  Alderperson Herman asked Alderperson Freels what was the total of the books, as this would be helpful to know.  Alderperson Freels stated she had not added up the total.  David Ruth asked if the books could be purchased through the school at a wholesale price.  Alderperson Clark asked if the City was going to do this every year.  City Administrator Brent Bury stated that one copy of each paperback would cost approximately $123.00, clothbound $208.00.  Alderperson Alexander stated this would be one way for the community to help the district.  Treasurer David Ruth stated he agreed, that maybe we could do it as a challenge to other cities and other entities in the district.  Alderperson Alexander Herman, seconded by Alderperson Rene Freels, moved that the City purchase one copy of each clothbound edition, not to exceed a total of $250.00.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley was absent.

Discussion and Consideration of Adopting Updated Personnel Manual
A copy of the Updated Personnel manual was given to each Alderperson.  In addition, each Alderperson received an amendment from Mayor Ellis, as well as an e-mail of recommended changes from Attorney Ayers.  Following review of the Policy, Alderperson Alexander Herman, seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark, moved to accept the Policy with necessary changes.  The motion was carried, all votes yes.  Alderperson Chandra Coughley was absent.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Resident Louis Richard, 2600 Normandy Dr., stated that a year and a half ago he had addressed the issue of one of the trees in front of his home.  He has been happy to water the tree.  However, it is now 35 or 40 feet above his house.  When the wind blows, leaves and acorns blow into his gutter and the gum balls are a problem.  He asked to have the tree trimmed.  Mayor Charles Ellis answered that this tree could be addressed since Living Tree Care Inc., is already working on trees in the city.  This tree will be added to the list.  Alderperson Rene Freels stated she could help.

Resident Monica Huddleston, #53 Greendale Dr., stated that she and the other members of the Tree Committee may not have looked at the trees that were hanging over roofs.  She stated she would volunteer to help with the Recycle Grant Application. Whoever buys the building on St. Charles Rk. Rd. she continued, owes the City of Greendale some back taxes.  Mrs. Hudleston stated further that she hoped that only properties with actual occupancy problems would be investigated.

Resident Lamarr Huddleston, #53 Greendale, asked what is the city not doing regarding occupancy permits.  Marshal Johnny Parish answered that the city needs to specify 1) who can live in a residence based on the square footage of a room and 2) the number of persons in a house, in reference to new persons moving in.

Next, Mr. Huddleston asked if anyone had information regarding the request the superintendent of the Normandy School District made of Greendale.  Mayor Charles Ellis answered that he did not have a particular request, only that the board become more involved with the school children by reaching out to them.  Alderperson Rene Freels stated that the new principal of the high school places emphasis on pride.  Mr. Huddleston continued with comments regarding action the City of Pine Lawn took about persons with sagging pants.  Alderperson Alexander Herman asked if the City of Greendale should have a no sagging pants law.  Mayor Charles Ellis stated that Pine Lawn had encountered a problem with the no sagging pants law. 

Alderperson Alexander Herman commented on the Hope Now foreclosure workshop, scheduled to be held at the America’s Center, November 4th, from 2:00-8:00 pm.

Marshal Johnny Parish stated that a resident had fallen and injured her rotator cuff.  This was her second fall.  She wanted to know if the city could highlight, in some way, the high spots on the sidewalks.

Resident Monica Huddleston, #53 Greendale, asked if the city is getting its money back from the forced grass cuttings.  The answer was yes, a lien has been placed on the property.

At 9:07 pm, Alderperson Alexander Herman seconded by Alderperson Mable Clark moved to adjourn.
