CITY HALL CLOSED FOR THANKSGIVING

 
The Greendale City Hall will be closed all day on Thursday, November 26th for the Thanksgiving holiday, and will resume normal business hours on Monday, November 30th.

WASTE MANAGEMENT OPTIONAL SERVICES
Waste Management offers optional services to residents of Greendale at no extra charge.  Charges for white goods (per item) must be pre-scheduled.  These items are:



Refrigerator



Oven/Stove



Washing Machine


Clothes Dryer



Microwave Oven


Water Heater

Special bulky solid waste pick-up items will be limited to one item per week at no charge.  Also as a reminder, Waste Management observe 6 holidays per year: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.
If the holiday falls during the business week and it is before your pick up day, your pick up schedule will fall ONE DAY later for that week.  If the holiday is on a Saturday or Sunday, the pick-up schedule DOES NOT change.  The holiday schedule is effective for all services – trash, yard waste and recycle.  
HAZARDOUS WASTE DUMPS 
For information on hazardous waste sites and to disposed of your waste properly, please go to the St. Louis County Web Site where you will find a location nearest you and will also tell you what materials can be accepted at that particular location, i.e., paint cans, car batteries.   

 

TIME TO MULCH & FERTILIZE TREES 

 Now is the time to mulch the younger trees especially, taking care to arrange the mulch in a saucer around the tree so the mulch does not touch the tree trunk.  Mulch is a great friend to trees over the winter, helping to keep the moisture stored below ground for next summer's use by the tree, and helping to protect its roots from freezing.  Free mulch is available from some county and city parks, but it's not very expensive if you buy it from the hardware store, either.  One bag of mulch will do for the younger trees.  Please remove any tree irrigation bags on the trees as these should not be left on over the winter.  Finally, fertilzing the young trees is a good idea, too, using commercially available tree spike type feeders.  Just follow the instructions on the fertilizer container and you're all set.  Thanks for taking care of this most important natural resource. 

 

CITY TREES TRIMMED 

 You probably noticed that the City of Greendale had many of its trees trimmed of dead wood and low-hanging branches recently.  This is part of our city's forestry program and a key ingredient to maintaining our TREE CITY USA status as we have the last 4 years.  Dead wood allows diseases to permeate an otherwise healthy tree and damage it, so if you have dead wood on your own trees, please have it trimmed to help extend the life of the tree.  There is a proper way to trim branches from a tree, so consult the Arbor Day Foundation's web site or call the Missouri Botanical Garden (314-577-5143) for more information. Trees help to cleanse the air of toxins as well as provide shade in the summer and overall beauty for all seasons.

INTERESTED IN E-GREENSHEETS?

E-mail and the Internet have drastically changed the way everyone receives information today.  The City of Greendale is also looking into ways that we can communicate information to you, our residents, in a more timely and responsive manner.  More times than not, we rely on the Greensheets to communicate this information, but it is only done on a monthly basis.  However, there are many times when information that we wish to communicate to you has come to our attention after the mailings have already been done, and we have to do a separate distribution for that information alone.  For those that are comfortable with receiving information from the City electronically through e-mail, we would request that you notify City Hall of your interest to receive E-Greensheets and any other information communicated electronically.  Please send an e-mail to cityofgreendale@sbcglobal.net, giving your name, property address, e-mail address, and your preference either to receive only electronic communication going forward or to receive both electronic and postal forms of communication.  (NOTE:  Even if you have e-mailed City Hall in the past regarding different matters, please send a separate request that specifically notes your interest in receiving e-communications from the City.) 
SENIOR CITIZENS AND OTHERS BEWARE 
Please use caution when approached by salespersons for home repairs.  Take the needed time to read the contract thoroughly, and/or have a family member or attorney to read it to assure that you fully understand all of the terms.  Most such contracts have a 3-day rescission period to cancel without penalty after signing.
